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In this our first Supplement for 1946, we are listing as usual all the new Canadian
releases for the month. Featured are imported jazz records and Italian recordings.
We plan to list all available records of a different nationality each month.

Of special interest is the new Decca plastic record of the Warsaw Concerto. It is
particularly free from noise and is practically unbreakable.

The Beethoven Third Concerto was recorded on October 29, 1944, during a nation-
wide broadcast. It was an outstanding performance and both Rubinstein and Toscanini
were enthusiastic about its release to the public.
